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Ukiyo-e

Ukiyo-e, which literally means “pictures of the floating (i.e., transitory) world,” is a Japanese art form that flourished during the 17th to 19th centuries.

Common types of ukiyo-e woodblock prints include colorful portraits of courtesans, portraits of kabuki actors, and landscapes.

Artists such as Utamaro specialized in pictures of beautiful women (bijin-ga), where “bijin” means beautiful women and “-ga” means pictures.
