The Regions & Prefectures of Japan

Approximately 125,000,000 Japanese live in approximately 3,300 communities, principally on the largest four of Japan’s approximately 4,000 islands.

(  Geographic Regions

From northeast to southwest, Japan’s four main islands are divided into nine geographic regions (chihō), each of which includes one or more of Japan’s 47 prefectures (to-dō-fu-ken), as listed in the table. (Japan also can be divided into eight regions, if the Okinawa Region is considered part of the Kyūshū Region.)

Prefectures are roughly equivalent to U.S. states. Of these, 43 are ordinary prefectures (ken). The remaining four are special prefectures: Metropolitan Tōkyō (Tōkyō-to) is the capital metropolis; Metropolitan Ōsaka (Ōsaka-fu) and Metropolitan Kyōto (Kyōto-fu) are urban prefectures; and Hokkaidō (Hokkai-dō) is an island prefecture.

Note that the cities of Tōkyō (Tōkyō-shi), Ōsaka (Ōsaka-shi), and Kyōto (Kyōto-shi) occupy only part of their respective prefectures.

Also, the Ryūkyū Region sometimes is included in the Kyūshū Region.

(  Administrative Regions

Japan is divided administratively into two types of local public entities (chihō kōkyō dantai): ordinary and special. The ordinary local public entities (futsū chihō kōkyō dantai) are as follows, with the Japanese translations in parentheses and the numbers of entities in brackets:

Prefectures (todōfuken) [47]

Cities (shi) [656]

Towns (cho or machi) [approximately 2,000]

Villages (mura) [590]

Designated cities (shitei toshi) [12]

(  Explanation of the Screens

Each of the 9 region screens displays a region, its name in Japanese, its transliteration in English, and its translation in English, as well as a list of the prefectures comprising the region.

Each of the 47 prefecture screens displays the Japanese name of the prefecture, its English transliteration, and its English translation, as well as its capital city (in Japanese and English) and the prefectural flag.

Note that although spaces ordinarily are not used to delimit words in Japanese text, on these screens a space is inserted before “ken” (prefecture) and “chihō” (region) for improved legibility.
(  Pronunciation of Japanese

Consonants are pronounced like English consonants, and vowels are pronounced like Spanish vowels (i.e., ah (a), ee (i), oo (u), eh (e), oh (o), with each pronounced as a short vowel).

A macron over a vowel indicates a doubled pronunciation duration.

Nickname for Hawaii

-chihō
Region (aka district)

-chō or -machi
Town

-fu
Urban (or metropolitan) prefecture

Hanshin
Ōsaka-Kōbe region

Hokuriku
Toyama, Ishikawa, and Fukui prefectures

Kansai
Literally, West of the Barrier (i.e., the Japan Alps)

Kantō
Literally, East of the Barrier (i.e., the Japan Alps)

-ken
Prefecture

Koshin’etsu Region
Yamanashi, Nagano, and Niigata prefectures

-machi or -chō
Town

macron
Bar ( ¯ ) over a vowel that indicates a doubled value. For example, ‘ō’ is held twice as long as ‘o’.

-mura or -son
Village

Okinawa Region
Sometimes called the Ryūkyū Region

-shi
City (e.g., Nagoya-shi, Nagoya City)

shichōson
Cities (shi), towns (chō), and villages (son)

shitei toshi
Designated city (The 12 designated cities are Sapporo City, Sendai City, Chiba City, Kawasaki City, Yokohama City, Nagoya City, Kyōto City, Ōsaka City, Kōbe City, Hirōshima City, Kitakyūshū City, and Fukuoka City.)

-son or -mura
Village

todōfuken
Collective term for the categories of the 47 prefectures: to (Tōkyō), dō Hokkaidō), fu (Ōsaka and Kyōto), and 43 ken (aka to-dō-fu-ken)

Tōhoku
Literally, the Northeast

Tokai Region
Shizuoka, Aichi, Gifu, and Mie prefectures

Tōkyō-to
Metropolitan Tōkyō, which consists of the 23 wards (ku) of central Tōkyō, 26 outlying cities (shi), 7 towns (machi), 8 villages (mura), the Izu Islands, and the Ogasawara Islands
